Tour the Dingle Peninsula, visiting Dingle Town, Slea Head 
and Castlegregory. Overnight in Ballyseede Castle Tralee. 
 Day 6:  
North along the Kerry Coast through Ballybunion to take 
the Shannon Ferry from Tarbert to Killimer.  Continue 
through Kilrush, Kilkee and Lahinch to view the Cliffs of 
Moher.  2 nights at Sheedys Hotel Lisdoonvarna. 
Day 7:  
Cruise from Doolin to Inis Oirr, the smallest of the Aran 
Islands.  You will have 3 hours ashore before returning to 
Doolin via the base of the Cliffs of Moher, to view the 700 
foot cliffs. 
Day 8: 
A short drive to Shannon Airport to turn in the rental car 
and check in for the flight home.
